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RETHINKING CHURCH
HeLp WANTED

Last spring our Church Council
adopted a Congregational Ministry
Plan for Arlington Hills founded on
“Rethinking Church.” We've had a
great summer with at least three
great activities - a fishing trip, a
youth mission trip and National
Night Out. But we haven’t had to
think about what’s next for AHUMC.
Now the time has come to do just
that.

The Council set big goals for us in
the Congregational Ministry Plan.
Now the Council would like to
hear from our fellow members
on what programs we should be
offering to better live our faith and
reach the goals, and what staff
support we should have to help us.

OUR GOALS

One goal is to offer at least one new
support ministry which meets
identified community needs in 2010-
11 and one more each year until we
are up to five running in 2014-15.
What is a support ministry?
Examples include Parents Without
Partners, a parenting support group,
Alcoholics Anonymous, divorce
recovery, and a caregiver support
group.

A second goal is to conduct one or
more study courses and hold two or
more awareness building sessions

on social action subjects that are
relevant to living our faith in 2010-
11, and ramp up these efforts
annually until half our members
participate in at least one program
annually by the 2014-15 program
year.

Programs are to reach out to the
community, increase awareness,
generate discussion, consider
related Biblical perspectives, involve
critical reflection, and may lead to
social action. Examples include how
our faith relates to and should move
us to action with respect to
problems in our society or in other
countries such as water quality;
healthy living; taking care of our
health; meeting the challenges of an
aging society; immigration; helping
the disadvantaged; practicing sound
fiscal stewardship personally, as a
church and in our local, state and
federal governments; foreign policy;
and the role of local, state and
federal governments-just to name a
few.

A third goal is to present at least
one small group study opportunity
each fall and spring, and at least
one new spiritual development
experience annually, beginning this
year, with participation increasing
such that at least half of our
members are in at least one small
group spiritual development
experience annually.
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RETHINKING CHURCH - continued

These are stretch goals for AHUMC.
The Council decided that we will
need an additional staff person to
help us reach them. The Staff-
Parish Relations Committee has
been working on a position
description for a part time Program,
Event and Volunteer Coordinator to
help us better live our faith and, in
the process, reach these goals.
